3. I receive deliverance from the spirit of occultism, in the name of Jesus.

4. I receive deliverance from the spirit of religion, in the name of Jesus.

5. O Lord, let your fire purity the foundation of my life, in the name of Jesus.

6. O Lord, make my life a miracle, in the name of Jesus.




Chapter 1

What is Holiness?

1Thessalonians 4:7 says: "For God hath not called us unto uncleanness, but unto holiness."

In this verse, we can see two opposite words: UNCLEANNESS AND HOLINESS. It is possible for either of these two situations to exist in the life of a person.

A man of God was bothered about what was going on in his church. He had a serious burden for the members that were misbehaving; some of them were going through hard times in their businesses, careers, marriages, etc. He was so aggrieved, that he went into prayer and fasting 
to seek the face of the Lord. At night, he had a dream where he saw some people queuing up in front of a caterer who had a big pot of delicious food in front of him. The caterer had a serving spoon in his hand and was weeping profusely. The people who were on the queue too were weeping. They were asking the caterer to serve them food. Some of these people had rags on; some were skinny, hungry-looking and dirty. At a closer look, the man discovered that the people were members of his church for whom he had been praying. When he looked at the plates in their hands, he discovered that they were dirty. Some had leftovers on theirs, some had roaches going about on theirs, and some had faeces on theirs, while some had cobwebs on theirs, yet they were crying that the caterer should give them food.

When he woke up, he wondered what the dream meant and the Lord told him that the people he 
saw were members of his congregation for whom he had been praying. God told him that the caterer was God Himself. The food in the pot was the spiritual and physical blessings that He would like to bestow upon the people, but He could not because the vessels of their lives were dirty. The man of God then asked God to help them out. But God said they were the ones to clean themselves up, and that they had the 
will-power to decide on what to do. He said they were not robots, and were the ones to choose either death or life, uncleanness or holiness. God says He cannot give money to a person whose pockets are leaking.
